Therefore, John wrote to encourage (not scare) them. Pictures of seals,
trumpets, bowls and judgments repeated the main message. At the end,
good wins over evil. The last two chapters about heaven reveal total and

eternal victory.

Read the entire Book of Revelation in one sitting. See this larger, true
story.

For now, the job is not finished. But be encouraged! We can experience
some of the final victory right now as we trust in our Lord!

The Book of Revelation is not a puzzle to be solved about the
future. It is about a life to be lived now.
