In order to communicate you must “speak the
language”.

The language of our nation born after 198l
(Millennials, Gen Z, etc.) is digital. They
ra communicate by social media. The top 10

forms of social media are Facebook, Youtube, WhatsApp,
Instagram, Tiktok, Snapchat, Pinterest, Reddit, Linkedin and
Twitter. 4.65 billion people use social media. That is 59% of the
world population.

If you do not recognize the above forms of social media, it
means you (and me) do not speak the language. We may not
feel comfortable with the language. Or like it. That just means
we decided not to communicate.

Jesus “spoke the language” of His hearers. He spoke in parables.
They were stories based on the world in which they lived.
Stories about sheep, vines, grapes, seeds and crops in the field.

If Jesus showed up for the first time in 2022, He would “speak
the language” of His hearers. His parables would have the same
spiritual message but would speak to our world. His parables
would probably refer to social media.

Take time to learn the language of people who need the gospel
so that they might hear, know and serve Jesus.
