Even while at his worst, when he seems beyond saving, 

God says in so many words, “Jacob, I love you and I have plans for 

you”.   
 

Those are encouraging words for us.  God wants to know us.  But, 

we have barriers in the way.  Finally, when we are at our very worst, 

when we are the least lovable, God comes to us and says, “I love 

you and I have big plans for you!” 
 

Take heart my brothers and sisters.  I look forward to us taking this 

journey together.

Years ago, 8-year old Danny Dutton of Chula Vista, 
California was given a homework assignment by his 
third grade teacher:  Write an essay explaining God. 

These are some excerpts from his essay.  Thank you 
to Beverly Viers for sharing this! 

“One of God’s main jobs is making people.  He makes 
them to replace the ones that die so there will be 
enough people to take care of things here on earth.
