There is opportunity to 

discover the answer.  Then, the answer means something.  Then, 

the answer takes on power to alter the course of our lives.  

Then, the learning process can be completed by putting these 

answers into practice.   
 

Instead of a handing someone a simple answer, a better answer 

might be a good question.  What questions has Jesus put in your 

mind and heart with which you need to wrestle?  What are 

good spiritual questions we can ask of others?
