They were
poor. Didn’t speak English. Uprooted from a small village where previous
generations had lived since 1504. Had to adjust to the city and working in
a factory.

What’s your story? We all came to America on different ships or in
different ways. But we are all in the same “boat” now.

The Bible says that “all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God and
all are justified freely by His grace, through the redemption that came by
Jesus Christ.” (Romans 3:23-24)

We need God. And each other. That is a place to build a family.
A community. A nation. And a world.
