Trying harder. That seems to be the solution
to just about all of our problems. Right?

Some African tribes used an interesting

approach to capture monkeys. First, they
hollowed out a gourd. Then made a small hole in it. The gourd
would be securely attached to a post. Finally, a piece of food
was placed through the hole and inside the gourd.

Then, they patiently waited. Soon a monkey showed up. Stuck
its hand through the hole. Got the food in hand. Then tried to
pull its hand out. The problem was that the monkey formed a
fist to hold onto the food. The fist was too large to pull
through the hole.

How did the monkey try to solve it? By trying harder to pull
its hand out. And keeping on until it was captured.

The trying harder approach assumes we can bend just about
anything to our will.

Sometimes the best thing we can do it to release control to
God. Trust Him to do things only He can do.

“We live by faith, not by sight” (Il Cor. 5:7) What things do
you need to release!
